Why We Have Confirmation

Matthew 28:19-20 Psalm 78:4-7
Deuteronomy 6:1-2, 4-9 Ephesians 6:4

Goals of Confirmation

1) To publicly confess before the Church and world (“to put a voice to”) the faith into which you
were baptized. “To continue steadfast in this confession and Church and to suffer all, even death,
rather than fall away from it.” Revelation 2:10 says, “Be faithful unto death, and I [Jesus] will
give you the crown of life.”

2) To faithfully follow Jesus in every aspect of your life
3) Todiligently make use of God’s Word and Sacraments

4) To continue to mature and grow in your personal relationship with Jesus Christ through the
ministries of St. John (becoming a full member) by:

o worshipping regularly (Hebrews 10:25)
